Each piece captures a passage of time where a collection 

of expansive thoughts dances between the past, the 

present, the future, and the unknown. All meticulously 

layered onto the canvas, one above the other until one 

day, often months or even years later the final strokes 

and smudges are put in place in alignment with the space 

between “completion” and “discovery”.

Beyond the old paradigm of completion lies the silent 

whisper within each artwork – “I need to evolve”



And that’s where Art Evolve is divinely unique as we 

understand the energetic expression changes each time 

the artwork is viewed and even more so when it’s unique 

coded activation imprints on the “the one” who is perfectly 

aligned to hang her. This energetic expression will continue 

to send out a message of adaption as she is placed in her 

perfect space and begins her very ‘art of observation’. The 

artwork will now be presented new timelines, with different 

dynamics, observing everyone and everything that pauses 

to gaze upon her — and thus her code needs to be fine 

tuned to perfectly match each moment in time within these 

new expressions.
